Checking In

The items you will need for laboratories are stored around the room in a variety of drawers. Find each of the items on the inventory list and make a note about the location of the item so you can find it again.
Setting Up Your Laboratory Notebook

There are very specific steps to setting up your laboratory notebook for this class. Please follow these steps carefully and precisely. Ask questions about any steps you do not understand.

Rule One: Always use ink – never use pencil.

Rule Two: Never erase anything or cover up any errors – place a simple line through any errors.

Step One: Numbering all of the pages.

Open your laboratory notebook and write the number one on the very first page. Turn the page over and write the number two on the back of this same page. Continue numbering in this way being careful not to skip any pages. Number at least the first 100 pages of the notebook.

Step Two: Creating a Title Page
On the page numbered “1” write the following:
Truman College Chemistry 121 Laboratory Notebook
Your Name
Semester and Year (e.g. Fall, Spring, Summer  20XX)
Professor: J. Walker

Leave page number “2” blank.

Step Three: Creating a Table of Contents
On page number three at the top write the following:

Table of Contents
Leave pages 4 – 5 blank

Step Four: The first laboratory activity

On page 6 write:
Drawing Glassware and Apparatus
record the date              
Materials

Standard laboratory glassware and equipment
Objective 
To practice drawing laboratory glassware and apparatus
To learn the names of common laboratory equipment and glassware
To improve the ability to describe observations and procedures
